Born in Hong Kong, Lee grew up in Macau and started his family in Taipei. In 1989, he got to know the comics artist Kao Yung. The
two hit it off well, which leads to the start of Lee’s career in comics. In 1993, his first well-known work Miss Sex started to appear
in Top, a comics magazine published by Da Ran Culture Ltd. By presenting “sex” in a humourous and light-hearted way, Lee
successfully won the hearts of Taiwanese readers, and became an immensely popular figure. Not only is Miss Sex a masterpiece of
Lee, but also his most favourite work.

Since then, Lee has been publishing his works in Hong Kong and Taiwan, for instance, Bird Eggs News, Instant Men, Beach Boy
and Angel Ameile. Besides, he has been collaborating with the renowned script writer Cheng Man-fai to create Playking, which is
still in publication.
